Directions from Columbus (West) via Route 33A (Lancaster Business Route) 
Take Route 33 East. 
Bear right on Route 33A (Lancaster Business Route). 
Continue to Collins Road (intersects with 33A at the stop light in front of Meijer). 
Turn right onto Collins Road. 
Turn right onto West Fair Avenue. 
Turn left onto Liberty Drive (there is a sign that says "Liberty Center"). 
Our offices are in the white building to the rear right on Liberty Drive. 
Enter using revolving door near flag pole. 
 
Directions from Columbus (West) via Route 33B (Bypass) 
Take Route 33 East. 
Bear left on Route 33B (Lancaster Bypass). 
Bear right onto the OH-188 exit. 
Turn left onto OH-188. 
Turn left onto Mill Park Dr. 
Turn right onto West Fair Avenue. 
Turn right onto Liberty Drive (there is a sign that says "Liberty Center"). 
Our offices are in the white building to the rear right on Liberty Drive. 
Enter using revolving door near flag pole. 
 
Directions from Logan/Athens (East) via Route 33A (Lancaster Business Route)
